Number of CITES permits issued in Latvia per year is too low to invest in establishment and
maintenance of comprehensive IT system for e-permitting and due to Schengen agreement
we see necessity for EU level e-permitting system rather than national level system.
Nevertheless, we are exploring possibilities for more efficient data exchange between
issuing authority and customs even though currently it takes on average less than a week to
receive permit (in case when assessment from Scientific Authority or additional information
from other countries is not necessary).

Latvia actively
participates in the Enforcement group of EU Member States and neighbouring countries as
well as financially supports and exchanges information through EU-twix platform. Risk
assessment have been carried out in Latvia to select enforcement priorities and interagency
agreements have been actively used or renewed within this period to enhance enforcement
actions. During meeting with all relevant enforcement authorities involved in fight against
wildlife and environmental crime it have been decided that for Latvia bilateral or multilateral
agreements are more suitable approach than formal national enforcement committee.

If poaching or any other type of
deliberate killing of protected species is proved the offender
have to reimburse up to 120 minimal wages (currently in
total 51’000 euros) per specimen to government for the
damage caused to the species concerned (total amount
depends on how rare the species is and whether the
infringement have been conducted within protected territory
established for particular species).
