SPECIES SELECTED FOLLOWING COP13

This document has been prepared by the Secretariat.

At its 15th meeting (PC15; Geneva, May 2005) and pursuant to paragraph a) of Resolution
Conf. 12.8 (Rev. CoP13), the Plants Committee selected Pachypodium bispinosum, P. succulentum,
Rauvolfia serpentina, Euphorbia candelabrum, E. stellata, Pterocarpus santalinus, Aloe ferox,
Christensonia vietnamica, Myrmecophila tibicinis, Taxus wallichiana and Nardostachys grandiflora for
review on the basis of trade data from the CITES database of annual reports statistics supplied by
UNEP-WCMC and information available to the Committee. In compliance with paragraph d) of the
Resolution, within 30 days after PC15 the Secretariat consulted the range States concerned on their
implementation of Article IV, paragraph 2 (a) and 3 for trade in the selected species.

In compliance with paragraph e) of Resolution Conf. 12.8 (Rev. CoP13), the Secretariat presents, in
Annex 1, an overview of the responses that were received from range States. Annex 2 to this
document contains copies of all responses (in the language in which they were received). Further
copies can be made available to the Plants Committee or its working group on the Review of
Significant Trade as appropriate.

In accordance with paragraph f) of the same Resolution, the Plants Committee is invited to review
the available information to determine whether it is satisfied that Article IV, paragraph 2 (a) and 3,
are being correctly implemented. If so, the species shall be eliminated from the review with respect
to the range State concerned and, the Secretariat shall notify the Parties accordingly within 60 days.
In the event that the species is not eliminated, the Secretariat shall proceed with the compilation of
information and preliminary categorization regarding the species in accordance with paragraphs g)
to j) of the Resolution.

The Department bas beer,
issuing permissions amd CITES ccrtificares foe eaport of processed or refine products (extracta) of these
species under the recommendations of the Department of Plant Resoorces (the scientifie authority of CITES
for plant apecies in Mepal).

This Department of Eorests is the management sutharity of CITES for plants in Mepal. Since 2004, the
deparmmeni hes igsved sight CITES cemificates for export of 262 kg of essenbial ails of Memdostachys

prandiflora only.

With regard 1o the selectsd species lited wnder the Appendin-Il of the CITES, Nepal has sol feced sy
prablem in implementation of Aricle 1% so far, Collection of the selected species (Rmuwalfic serpenting,
Taxas winllichiona and Nardostachys growdifTora) is ane of the major sources of ineome of the raral poer
people.
