1. Punishment

(1) Any person who illegally Kills or injures, sells, purchases or transfers or obtains rhinoceros, tiger, elephant, musk deer, clouded leopard, snow
leopard or bison, or keeps, purchases or sells rhinoceros horn or musk-pods or the fur of snow leopard as well as trophies of any other protected
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wildlife, shall be punished with a fine ranging from fifty to one hundred thousand rupees or an imprisonment ranging from five years to fifteen
years or both.

(2) Any person who kills or injures any other protected wildlife other than those mentioned in sub-section (1) shall be punished with a fine ranging
from forty to seventy five thousand rupees, or face an imprisonment ranging from one year to ten years or both.

5. Punishment for accomplices

In case any person who knowingly helps any person in committing any offense punishable under this Act, such accomplice shall be punished with
half the punishment to be given to the actual offender. Provided that a person who helps in committing any offense related to rhinoceros, tiger,
musk deer or elephant shall be punished with the penalty equivalent to the one awarded to the criminal.

This law (NPWCA) is implemented by the Chief Conservation Officer and District Forest Officer of the respective park and forest office.
