PROPOSAL FOR CONSOLIDATING RESOLUTIONS AND DECISIONS ON CAPACITY-BUILDING

1. This document has been prepared by the Secretariat.

2. At its 16th meeting (CoP16, Bangkok, 2013), the Conference of the Parties adopted Decision 16.29 as
follows:

Directed to the Secretariat
16.29  The Secretariat shall, subject to the availability of external funding, where needed:

a) undertake a review of capacity-building activities found in Resolutions and Decisions to
assess whether and how they could be rationalized and consolidated, and report its
findings and recommendations at the 66th meeting of the Standing Committee, and
report on proposed revisions to Resolutions and Decisions, and, if considered
appropriate, present a draft resolution on capacity building at the 17th meeting of the
Conference of the Parties;

3. For the purpose of the review, the Secretariat first undertook a keyword-search of the Resolutions and
Decisions to gather references to capacity-building, using the following keywords: capacity-building,
training, support, tools, guides, materials, and technical assistance. The resultant list of Resolutions and
Decisions is attached to this document as Annex 1. The Secretariat notes that there may be other
references which indirectly refer to capacity-building and were not captured in this review.

4. The Secretariat notes that the definition of ‘capacity-building’ has not been agreed within the framework of
CITES. The Secretariat therefore makes use of an informal, working definition of capacity-building, which
constitutes the development of activities and materials that support the acquisition of specific knowledge
and skillset to better understand and implement the provisions of the Convention. Much of the core work of
the CITES Secretariat could therefore be qualified as capacity-building.

5. In order to assist in the review, the references to capacity-building found in Resolutions and Decisions
were then categorized into four distinct groups (Annex 2):

a) general reference to capacity building needs with no particular type of activities mentioned;
b) web-based information sharing among Parties and other stakeholders;
c) technical assistance, targeted training, workshops and other direct support; and

d) development of capacity-building tools and materials, including guidance for species identification.
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The CITES Secretariat has provided different types of capacity-building support to Parties for over 40
years. The implementation of CITES covers a wide range of disciplines and involves a large number of
partners from CITES Authorities, other government agencies, intergovernmental organizations, private
sector, and civil society organizations. The main focus of the Secretariat's capacity-building efforts is
targeted to Parties; however a number of Resolutions and Decisions also address, both directly and
indirectly, a variety of other stakeholders as targets of the Secretariat's capacity-building efforts. While the
opportunities for capacity-building remain abundant as ever, careful consideration must be given to ensure
that the limited financial and human resources of the CITES Secretariat are used effectively and efficiently
to bring maximum impact.

In light of the above, the Secretariat assessed whether and how the references in Decisions and
Resolutions to capacity-building could be rationalized and consolidated. The Secretariat is of the view that
a full consolidation and centralization of elements related to capacity-building may be difficult. The
Secretariat has, however, identified a number of possible areas that may contribute to the rationalization
and consolidation of the capacity-building:

a) Requests by Parties for training, workshops, and other direct support activities could benefit from a
more coordinated approach. Parties may be interested in having access to information on different
activities implementing the Decisions and Resolutions related to capacity-building. The coordination
and communication among programme teams in the Secretariat, Parties and other stakeholders
regarding the development and implementation of such activities and materials could also be
improved.

b) It would be helpful to ensure that the focus of capacity-building efforts — and the provision of services,
tools and materials — addresses recognized priority areas and target beneficiaries. Duplication of
efforts across different taxa, topics or geographical areas through parallel Resolutions and Decisions
should also be avoided.

Given the role already given, through a number of Decisions, to the CITES website and the CITES
Virtual College for exchanging relevant information and tools, all information regarding capacity-
building activities on the implementation of Resolutions and Decisions could be collected and
consolidated through a portal, page or a mechanism in the CITES website, so as to facilitate the
process of bringing focus and avoiding duplication.

c) CITES Parties have already been providing information on capacity-building programmes conducted,
including those assisted by the Secretariat, through the biennial reports. The analysis of biennial
reports considered at CoP14 (see document CoP14 Inf. 15) and CoP15 (see document CoP15 Inf.
43) contain some analysis on the capacity-building section of the reports.

The biennial report, as well as the CITES implementation report that will supersede it, would be a
useful source of information to monitor ongoing capacity-building efforts. It may be necessary to revisit
the questions and categories in the revised draft CITES implementation report format (Notification to
the Parties No. 2015/032 of 29 May 2015) so as to better serve the purpose.

d) Resolution Conf. 3.4 on Technical Cooperation seems to capture the basic aspects of capacity-
building. A revision of this Resolution may be useful in order to better address the current and future
needs of Parties for implementing the Convention and some of the issues above.

The CITES Animals and Plants Committees established joint intersessional working groups on capacity-
building pursuant to Decision 16.29, and on identification and guidance materials pursuant to Decision 16.
59. These working groups have been in operation since 2013. At their 28th and 22nd meeting respectively
(AC28, Tel Aviv, August 2015; PC22, Thbilisi, October 2015), the Animals and Plants Committees
recommended that these two working groups should work jointly in future, and that a merged working
group should give equal attention to plants and animals in its work. It is expected that the Animals and
Plants Committees will seek mandates from CoP17 to this effect.

The Animals and Plants Committees also noted the need for the Secretariat (see documents AC28 Doc.

7.1 and PC22 Doc. 8.1) to identify additional funding and in-kind support for the development of new
targeted capacity-building activities which could include:
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d)

the continued updating and revision of existing training materials in the CITES Virtual College in
compliance with Decision 16.29, including monitoring of uptake and success rate, and adaptations as
necessary;

a review and gap analysis of available capacity-building materials for Scientific Authorities [Resolution
Conf. 11.1 (Rev. CoP16)] and guidance on making NDFs (Resolution Conf. 16.7) with the aim to
update materials as necessary, address deficiencies and develop new materials and guidance as
needed,;

promoting and adapting the NDF portal in response to feedback, needs and inputs provided by Parties
and stakeholders (Resolution Conf. 16.7) and

assisting Parties in implementing capacity-building activities related to the making of NDFs
(Resolution Conf. 16.7).

10. The Secretariat also notes that the International Consortium to Combat Wildlife Crime (ICCWC) provides a
framework for the provision of assistance to enforcement authorities on the implementation of
enforcement-related Resolutions and Decisions. ICCWC Strategic Mission 2014-2016 focus area 3 -
Building capacity to prevent and respond to wildlife and forest crime contains the following strategies:

Develop and deliver capacity-building programmes across the entire enforcement chain;

Develop and deliver training events and materials to facilitate the increased use of the specialized
investigation techniques used to combat other serious crimes against wildlife and forest crime;

Develop and deliver training events and materials to facilitate the increased use of forensic technology
to combat wildlife and forest crime;

Develop and deliver training events and materials to facilitate the increased use of the tools and
databases available through ICCWC organizations;

Develop and deliver programmes to combat corruption; and

Provide investigative assistance in support of national and regional investigations.

11. Considering that there are mechanisms to support the capacity-building activities of the Scientific
Authorities and enforcement authorities, Parties may also consider the need for a dedicated framework for
capacity-building support to Management Authorities. Such a framework may also complement the
National Legislation Project.

Recommendations

12. The Secretariat invites the Standing Committee to:

take note of the present document;

comment on the draft decision in the Annex to the present document;

advise the Working Group on Special Reporting Requirements on the capacity-building section of the
draft revised CITES implementation report format so as to better support the monitoring of capacity-

building activities;

take into account the suggestions in paragraph 7 of this document and  provide additional guidance
on how to better consolidate and rationalize the capacity-building activities;

take note of the considerations of the Animals and Plants Committees concerning their future work on
capacity-building in paragraphs 8 and 9; and

provide guidance also on the need of an enhanced framework for capacity-building support to
Management Authorities.

Resolutions and Decisions, as well as the relevant sections of the CITES implementation reports,
so as to enhance the continued monitoring of the capacity-building activities and to consider how
their implementation may benefit from greater coherence;

incorporate also in the CITES website a list of possible financial resources and mechanisms to
support the implementation of CITES (such as the Global Environment Facility and the African
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Elephant Fund) and take steps, where possible, to encourage financial mechanisms and others to
invest in CITES capacity-building initiatives;

e) within the mandate of Goals 1 and 3 of the CITES Strategic Vision, provide targeted capacity-

building support to CITES Management and Scientific Authorities, customs and law enforcement
entities, the judiciary, legislators and other stakeholders, particularly in new Parties and Small
Island Developing States;

assist and support the Parties’ own capacity-building efforts to implement the Convention, through
provision of technical support as well as the delivery of general and specialized training, e.g.
through regional workshops and the CITES Virtual College; and

g) further enhance partnerships with institutions and organizations that provide Parties with capacity-

building assistance of relevance to CITES, for example through the Food and Agricultural
Organization of the United Nations (FAO), the Intergovernmental Platform on Biodiversity and
Ecosystem Services (IPBES), the International Consortium on Combating Wildlife Crime (ICCWC)
(including each of its partners), the International Trade Centre (ITC), the International Tropical
Timber Organization (ITTO), the International University of Andalusia, the United Nations
Conference on Trade and Development (UNCTAD), and the United Nations Development
Programme (UNDP).
