ii. improve understanding on the biology, population status and management of Corallium
spp. populations, and advise on appropriate management regimes and the making of
non-detriment findings;

iii. address uncertainties on the taxonomy and nomenclature of the genus;

iv. identify and discriminate stockpiles of pre-convention material from material harvested
after the listing;

v. discuss difficulties in discriminating fossil from non-fossil Corallium spp.
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In doing so, the Parties shall take into account experience derived from the
implementation of listings in the Appendices of other corals, especially black corals in
the order Antipatharia.
