 All 16 range States of Pterocarpus erinaceus are concerned by the
expedited application of Article XIII.

« Generally speaking, there are two conditions to be met before resuming
International trade:

a) Make an NDF to the satifaction of the Secretariat and the Chair of the
Plants Committee, and where aplicable meet ongoing RST
recommendations (8 range States concerned); and,

b) Provide evidence of adequate LAF to the satisfaction of the
Secretariat and the Chair of the Standing Committee.

« Some range States have made significant progress in the
Implementation of NDF related recommendations, with quotas
accepted by the Plants Committee at PC26 (Mali) and PC27
(Ghana and Sierra Leone).

 Mali has made further progress with an LAF accepted by the
Secretariat and Chair of SC for a portion of the quota accepted
by the Plants Committee at PC26 (39,950.4 m3), and therefore
achieving a partial withdrawal of the trade suspension
recommendation.

» Opting for precautionary guotas.

« Keep questions of stocks strictly separated from exploitation of
standing trees.

« Commitment to timely addressing feedback from Secretariat, PC and
SC Chairs.

« Sumbitting reports in time for ordinar meetinﬁs of the Plants
Committee and Standing Committee (under Art. XIII).

» Coordination with their regional representatives for Africa for PC and
SC, to ensure support.
