Propuestas de enmienda a los Apéndices (cont.)

105.Propuestas de enmienda a los Apéndices | y Il

El Gabon presenta una mocion de orden en virtud del Articulo 31.1 del Reglamento sobre la propuesta
CoP18 Prop. 12, alegando que no se dio a los coautores de la propuesta la oportunidad de responder a los
comentarios de otras Partes antes de comenzar la votacion.

La propuesta CoP18 Prop. 42, que persigue incluir a Isurus oxyrinchus e Isurus paucus en el Apéndice Il,
es presentada por México, que pone de relieve el hecho de que, con el apoyo de 54 Partes, la propuesta
cuenta con el mayor niUmero de coautores en la historia de la CITES. Resume la importancia de la funcién
de los tiburones en los ecosistemas y su vulnerabilidad a la sobrepesca, citando la clasificacion reciente de
1. oxyrinchus en la categoria de En Peligro por la Unién Internacional para la Conservacion de la Naturaleza
(UICN).

El Gabén, Nigeria, Palau, Samoa, el Senegal y la Union Europea, en calidad de coautores, expresan su
apoyo a la propuesta. El Senegal y la Union Europea destacan la nueva informaciéon que figura en las
evaluaciones de stocks de la Comision Internacional para la Conservacion del Atun Atlantico (ICCAT)
publicadas en mayo de 2019, como se resume en el documento informativo CoP18 Inf. 40. Costa Rica
(también en nombre de Colombia, Cuba, el Ecuador y el Paraguay), la India, Ménaco y Seychelles también
apoyan la propuesta y Costa Rica y Ménaco afiaden que una inclusion en la CITES seria completaria a
otras medidas de gestion.

La UICN (también en nombre de TRAFFIC) destaca fuentes de informacién que apoyan la propuesta, segun
se resume en el documento informativo CoP18 Inf 40. La Secretaria del Programa Regional del Pacifico
Sur para el Medio Ambiente (SPREP) también expresa su apoyo, sefialando que la especie ahora es objeto
de la pesca dirigida para el mercado de aletas. The Pew Charitable Trusts, también en nombre de Animal
Welfare Institute, Blue Resources Trust, Defenders of Wildlife, Florida International University, Gulf Elasmo
Project, Humane Society International, International Fund for Animal Welfare, Japan Wildlife Conservation
Society, Natural Resources Defense Council, Oceana Inc., Save Our Seas, Sea Shepherd Legal, Shark
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Advocates International, Shark Conservation Fund, Shark Trust, Universidad Jorge Tadeo Lozano y Wildlife
Conservation Society, apoya la propuesta.

China, Indonesia, Islandia, las Islas Salomodn, el Japén, Malasia, Nueva Zelandia y Sudafrica se oponen a
la propuesta; varios de estos paises hacen referencia a las conclusiones del informe del Cuadro Especial
de Expertos de la Organizacion de las Naciones Unidas para la Alimentacién y la Agricultura (FAO) que
figuran en el documento informativo CoP18 Inf. 30, segun las cuales I. oxyrinchus no cumple los criterios
de inclusion en el Apéndice Il. Indonesia, con el apoyo de Malasia, considera que si se aceptara la inclusion
en la CITES habria considerables problemas de aplicacion y beneficios limitados para la conservacion.
Islandia, con el apoyo de Opes Oceani, expresa la opinion de que las organizaciones regionales de
ordenacion pesquera (OROP) serian el mejor instrumento para la gestion de las especies. El Japén se
opone a la propuesta, considerando que la inclusién en el Apéndice Il interferiria con la investigacion
cientifica esencial sobre la especie. Antigua y Barbuda recomiendan que la propuesta se remita al Comité
Permanente para realizar mas consultas con las Partes y organizaciones pertinentes.

México reitera la necesidad de una accién conjunta entre la CITES, las OROP vy otras organizaciones
pertinentes como la FAO y solicita que se someta la propuesta a votacion. El Japén pide que la votacion
sea secreta y recibe el apoyo suficiente de mas de diez Partes presentes.

Con un resultado de 102 Partes a favor, 40 en contra y 5 abstenciones, la propuesta CoP18 Prop. 42 para
incluir Isurus oxyrinchus e Isurus paucus en el Apéndice |l se acepta.

Los Estados Unidos de América y Qatar manifiestan que han votado en contra de la propuesta.

El Senegal, también en nombre de los coautores de la propuesta, presenta la propuesta CoP18 Prop. 43,
que persigue incluir el género Glaucostegus (peces guitarra) en el Apéndice Il. Hace hincapié en el elevado
valor de las aletas de estos peces en el mercado internacional, en la falta de medidas actuales de gestién
y en la necesidad de cooperacion para conservar estas especies migratorias. Recuerda a las Partes que la
inclusion en el Apéndice Il no constituye una prohibicion del comercio sino una manera de garantizar la
adquisicion legal, la sostenibilidad y la trazabilidad.

Australia, Bangladesh, Chile, las Comoras, los Estados Unidos de América, Fiji, Marruecos, Nigeria y la
Union Europea, ademas de Humane Society International, también en nombre de of African Wildlife
Foundation, Bloom Association, The Blue Resources Trust, Born Free Foundation, Born Free USA, Catholic
Concern for Animals, Center for Biological Diversity, Gulf Elasmo Project, Defenders of Wildlife, Florida
International University, International Fund for Animal Welfare, Japan Wildlife Conservation Society,
OCEANA Inc., The Pew Charitable Trusts, Pro Wildlife, Natural Resources Defense Council, Robin des Bois,
Save our Seas Foundation, Sea Shepherd Legal, Shark Conservation Fund, Shark Advocates International,
The Shark Trust, Species Survival Network, Universidad Jorge Tadeo Lozano, Wildlife Conservation Society,
y Zoological Society of London, apoyan la propuesta.

El Japdn, Malasia y Saint Kitts y Nevis, ademas de IWMC-World Conservation Trust, también en nombre
de otras organizaciones no gubernamentales, se oponen a la propuesta. Consideran que no existen
pruebas suficientes para determinar si esta justificada la inclusién en el Apéndice Il, que esta conllevaria
dificultades de aplicacion y que la gestion a través de medidas nacionales y regionales, por ejemplo de las
OROP pertinentes, es mas apropiada.

La FAO resume las conclusiones del sexto Cuadro Especial de Expertos, incluidas en el documento
informativo CoP18 Inf. 30, segun las cuales hay pruebas insuficientes para determinar si los peces guitarra
cumplen los criterios de inclusion en los Apéndices. Aconseja a las Partes que tomen nota de la falta de
gestidon generalizada y del valor muy elevado de las aletas de los peces guitarra en el comercio
internacional.

La UICN reitera las conclusiones que figuran en el documento informativo CoP18 Inf. 12 de los Analisis de
las propuestas de enmienda a los Apéndices de la CITES de UICN/TRAFFIC, segun las cuales las especies
cumplen los criterios de inclusion en el Apéndice II.

La Presidencia somete la propuesta a votacion. Malasia pide que la votacion sea secreta y recibe el apoyo
de mas de diez Partes.

Con 109 votos a favor de la propuesta, 30 votos en contra y 4 abstenciones, la propuesta CoP17 Prop. 43
para incluir Glaucostegus spp. en el Apéndice Il se acepta.
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Los Estados Unidos anuncian que han votado a favor de la propuesta.

Sri Lanka, también en nombre los coautores, presenta la propuesta CoP18 Prop. 44, que persigue incluir
a todas las especies de la familia Rhinidae en el Apéndice Il. Destaca el gran valor de las aletas de estas
especies en el mercado internacional, su vulnerabilidad a diversos artes de pesca y a la sobreexplotacion,
la falta de medidas de gestion, la reciente clasificacion de la mayoria de las especies de la propuesta en la
categoria de En Peligro Critico en la Lista Roja de la UICN y la necesidad de reglamentar el comercio para
garantizar su sostenibilidad. Sri Lanka sefala a la atencion de las Partes el documento informativo CoP18
Inf. 39, en el que se resumen informacién nueva y herramientas de identificacion.

Los Estados Unidos de América, Nueva Zelandia y Somalia, ademas de Wildlife Conservation Society,
también en nombre de The Pew Charitable Trusts, The Shark Trust, Bloom Association, Gulf Elasmo Project,
Humane Society International, International Fund for Animal Welfare, Florida International University,
Defenders of Wildlife, Natural Resources Defense Council, OCEANA Inc., y Zoological Society of London,
apoyan la propuesta. Los Estados Unidos reiteran que el comercio de aletas constituye una importante
amenaza para las especies.

Indonesia, el Japon y Malasia se oponen a la propuesta. Malasia subraya dificultades de aplicacion,
particularmente la identificacion de las especies. Indonesia y el Japon consideran que no existen pruebas
suficientes que justifiquen la inclusién de la familia en el Apéndice Il. El Japén argumenta que la gestién a
través de medidas nacionales y regionales es mas adecuada y que la inclusion en la CITES no seria
beneficiosa para una especie que se captura principalmente de forma accidental.

La FAO resume las conclusiones del sexto Cuadro Especial de Expertos, segun las cuales no hay datos
suficientes para determinar si estas especies cumplen los criterios de inclusién en el Apéndice Il.
Recomienda que las Partes tomen nota de la falta de gestion generalizada y del valor muy elevado de las
aletas de estos peces en el comercio internacional.

La Presidencia somete la propuesta a votacién. Indonesia pide que la votacion sea secreta y recibe el apoyo
de mas de diez Partes.

Con 112 votos a favor, 30 en contra y 4 abstenciones, la propuesta CoP18 Prop. 43 para incluir a la familia
Rhinidae en el Apéndice Il se acepta.

El Senegal y los Estados Unidos anuncian que han votado a favor de la propuesta.

La propuesta CoP18 Prop. 45, que persigue incluir a las especies Holothuria (Microthele) fuscogilva,
Holothuria (Microthele) nobilis y Holothuria (Microthele) whitmaei en el Apéndice Il, es presentada por la
Union Europea en nombre de los coautores. La Unidon Europea destaca el importante papel que
desempefian las holoturias en la ecologia y los medios de subsistencia de la regién del Indo-Pacifico pero
sefiala que la elevada demanda combinada con la gran vulnerabilidad de los cohombros de mar a la
sobreexplotacion ha hecho que varias especies cumplan los criterios de inclusién en el Apéndice Il. La Union
Europea indica ademas que esta dispuesta a prestar apoyo técnico y financiero para ayudar a las Partes
que requieran una capacidad adicional para aplicar la inclusion propuesta de manera efectiva.

Tonga destaca la importancia de los cohombros de mar para los medios de subsistencia y pide que toda
inclusion esté acompafada de apoyo financiero y técnico para llevar a cabo un amplio programa de creacion
de capacidad.

Australia, Chile, los Estados Unidos de América y el Senegal manifiestan su apoyo a la propuesta. Estan
de acuerdo en que las especies propuestas cumplen los criterios adecuados para la inclusion en el
Apéndice Il y en que actualmente hay una falta de medidas mundiales para garantizar su gestién sostenible.
Haciéndose eco de la afirmacion hecha por Tonga y la Unidén Europea de que la inclusién crearia
necesidades en materia de creacion de capacidad, los Estados Unidos, en nhombre de los coautores y con
el apoyo de Australia, proponen enmendar la propuesta para aplazar 12 meses la entrada en vigor de la
inclusion. China, las Islas Salomén y Papua Nueva Guinea no apoyan la propuesta, sefialando a la atencion
de la reunién las repercusiones de la inclusion para las comunidades cuyos medios de subsistencia
dependen de los cohombros de mar asi como la gran carga que conllevaria su aplicacion en materia de
gestion.

La FAO sefala que en general ha habido poca coordinacién internacional o regional en la gestion de estas
especies y que, hasta la fecha, las medidas nacionales de gestion y la aplicacion de la reglamentacion no
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han logrado estabilizar la produccion. Ademas, sefiala que una aplicacion efectiva necesitara inversiones
considerables en creacion de capacidad en toda la cadena de valor. EI SPREP manifiesta su apoyo a la
propuesta, apoya la propuesta de los Estados Unidos de aplazar 12 meses la entrada en vigor de la inclusion
y acoge con beneplacito la oferta de la Union Europea de brindar apoyo técnico y financiero para aplicar la
inclusion.

La Presidencia somete a votacion la propuesta en su version enmendada por los Estados Unidos de
Ameérica. China pide que la votacién sea secreta y recibe el apoyo de mas de diez Partes.

Japon pregunta si todos los miembros de la Unién Europea estan presentes, y la UE confirma que asi es.
Con un resultado de 108 votos a favor, 30 en contra y 7 abstenciones, la propuesta CoP18 Prop. 45 para
incluir en el Apéndice Il Holothuria fuscogilva, Holothuria nobilis y Holothuria whitmaei (con la entrada en
vigor aplazada 12 meses, es decir, hasta el 28 de agosto de 2020) se acepta.

Los Estados Unidos anuncian que han votado a favor de la propuesta.

Se levanta la sesién a las 12.13 horas.
