suivantes:

a) organismes ou institutions internationaux, soit gouvernementaux soit non gouvernementaux ou
organismes ou institutions nationaux gouvernementaux; et

b) organismes ou institutions nationaux non gouvernementaux qui ont été approuveés a cet effet par
I'Etat dans lequel ils sont établis.

L'article 4, paragraphe 3, du réglement intérieur de la Conférence des Parties requiert que:

Un organisme ou institution auquel le paragraphe 2 du présent article se réfere, désirant se faire
représenter a la session par des observateurs, communique les noms de ces observateurs et verse les
droits de participation standard au Secrétariat 60 jours au moins avant la séance d’ouverture de la
session, ainsi que

a) la preuve de I'approbation de I'Etat dans lequel il est établi, dans le cas d’un organisme ou d’une
institution national non gouvernemental; ou

b) la preuve de son identité juridique et de ses caractéristiques, de sa mission et de son programme
d’activités internationaux, dans le cas d’un organisme ou institution international non
gouvernemental.

Ces dispositions s'appliquent a tous les organismes ou institutions autres que I'Organisation des Nations
Unies et ses institutions spécialisées et a I'Agence internationale de I'énergie atomique (qui ne sont pas
soumises a la procédure d'admission prévue a I'Article Xl, paragraphe 7, de la Convention, selon le
paragraphe 6 de cet Article, et I'article 4, paragraphe 1, du réglement intérieur).
